SUMMER POSTAL LEAGUE 2018
1. RULES & CONDITIONS

Welcome to all the clubs competing in the league for 2018 and I hope you all enjoy the competition.   The two division format has been retained and competing clubs are in the same divisions as last year subject only to the promotions and relegations based on last years results.   The make-up of the divisions assumes, at this stage, that all of last year’s entrants will be taking part this year.   Should clubs drop out this time around or if there is an influx of new entrants that may have to change.   At the end of this season I expect the top two clubs in Divisions 2 to be promoted and the bottom two in Divisions 1 to be relegated (subject always to the number of clubs entering in 2019)

Positions in the Divisions shall be determined by each club's aggregate score over the four rounds of the competition.   Scores and relevant details must be clearly indicated on one of the score return forms provided and e-mailed in time to be received by me, the Organiser, no later than the date stated as the latest date for submission for that particular round as shown in the table “ROUNDS” below.   Failure to submit returns by the date specified may exclude that club's score for that round.   Please note this rule carefully, late scores will not normally be accepted.   Results showing club positions and highest individual scores will be sent by e-mail to each participating club during the month following each round.   
As most of you know, but it will bear repeating, I am happy for you to submit your scores in other formats than mine.   I can cope easily with Word and Excel formats but I do ask clubs who choose to use their own version of the score return form to ensure that all the detail of my form is included.   I refer specifically to noting the gender/age group (Miss, Mrs & Ms will be regarded as adults, JB is for boys and JG for girls NOT Junior Gents) and to the types of bow shot in the Team B section.   It also helps my results to appear more friendly if you give me first names rather than just initials.

As in the recent past best scores will continue to be recorded and published for interest only.   It has been pointed out that there are occasions when archers, particularly (but not exclusively) juniors and those shooting Longbow or Barebow, fail to make a club team but, nevertheless, achieve scores which may be better than those included by other teams.   Provision has been made in the score return form to allow any such exceptional scores to be reported.

2. TEAMS

Each month a club's total score to be submitted for the specified round is to be derived from two teams as follows: -

a) A team of five archers achieving the highest scores taken from Ladies, Gentlemen or Juniors shooting either Longbow, Barebow, Recurve or Compound bows (see 4 below), and

b) A team of five archers achieving the highest handicap adjusted scores taken from Ladies, Gentlemen or Juniors shooting either Longbows, Barebow, Recurve or Compound bows.

3. JUNIORS

Juniors may choose to shoot either the round specified for their age group or that for an older age group or the senior round.   (See attached schedule of rounds).
4. COMPOUNDS – adjustment of scores

Compound archers should score all rounds in accordance with current GNAS rules.   When submitting the score return form, 'made score' team (A) section, compound archers should have their score reduced by 12 handicap places.   The score return form provides for the true score to be shown which will be used to identify best individual scores.

For the avoidance of doubt, and in response to several requests, an example of the reduction of compound scores is: -

In a Short Metric round a Compound archer scores 577:

True score

577 (this is 2 points above H/c 36)

Adjusted score

466 (H/c 36+12=48; H/c 48 is 464+2 points=466)

5. INCLUSION IN MADE SCORE & HANDICAP ADJUSTED SECTIONS
An archer may qualify for, and be included in, both 'made score' and handicap adjusted sections of the team.

6. VENUES & TIME OF SHOOTING

Each round is to be shot on either a club target day or at any Open Tournament run to GNAS rules during the specified period (see page 3 below).   This flexibility is intended to allow clubs who have a crowded calendar at certain times to fit in the league rounds during their less busy time.   The rounds may be shot in any order but scores must be submitted to me in the order, and by the dates, specified.   Whenever the round is shot the team must be made up only from archers competing together at the same time on the same day and at the same venue.   A team score from the Short Metric half of a full 1440 round or the National half of a York round may also be included in the relevant month provided the rule in the preceding sentence is observed.

7. NOVICES

Whilst this should not be encouraged, inexperienced or novice archers not wishing to shoot at the longer distances may shoot the shorter rounds (e.g. the Western instead of the Long Western) but their score will only be eligible for inclusion in the handicap adjusted team (B) and not the 'made score' team (A) section.
